Restoring the Wholeness of Our Four Sacred Freedoms

In the name of God, | AM THAT | AM, we enshrine within
the hearts of all mankind the Four Sacred Freedoms to be the full
Cosmic Law of Life for each lifestream upon earth. | AM the
divine guarantee to all people of those rights embodied in the First
Amendment to the United States Constitution, “Congress shall
make no law respecting an establishment of religion, or
prohibiting the free exercise thereof; or abridging the freedom of
speech, or of the press; or the right of the people peaceably to
assemble, and to petition the Government for a redress of
grievances.”

1. Freedom of Religion:

Take command over: denials of the free exercise of religion
and religious expression; attempts to exclude religion from public
life through the misconceived separation of church and state; bans
on prayer in schools, the reading of scriptures, observance of
religious holidays, or public religious display; challenges to the
words “under God” in the U.S. Pledge of Allegiance; denial of
parents’ religious and moral rights in education; religious
oppression in authoritarian, Islamic and other nations; religious
genocide; destruction of the culture and religion of Tibet; state
establishment of religion; secular humanism as de facto state
religion in Western nations; liability lawsuits against clergy; and
all regulation of churches, church schools, or religious
organizations that is not the will of God.

2. Freedom of Speech:

Take command over: all restrictions of the free marketplace of
ideas in education and public life; excessive cultural or legal
controls of public discourse; subtle or overt suppression of
unconventional views; tyrannies by the majority or on behalf of
minorities; inappropriate regulation of political expression or
campaign activities; misinterpretation of free speech to justify
obscenity, pornography, defamation, or fraud; and United Nations
resolutions or other transnational agreements restricting freedom
of speech.
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3. Freedom of the Press:

Take command over: censorship; control of the press, media
and Internet by governments or corporate monopolies; media
blackouts to cloak abuses by authoritarian regimes; and the
misuses of the press through misinformation, bias, sensationalism,
character assassination, the invasion of privacy, or harmful
exposure of military, state, or trade secrets. We call to Justinius
and legions of seraphim to stand in all media and mouthpieces of
the media to purge and purify, and to swiftly bring to judgment
those who misuse the freedom of the press.

4. Freedom to Assemble:

Take command over: all restrictions on freedom of assembly or
freedom of association, the right of individuals to join together for
the collective expression, promotion, pursuit and defense of
common interests, including the right to peaceably protest;
infringement on the right of the Boy Scouts or other groups to
associate and set policies according to their moral views; indirect
encroachments on freedom of association through land zoning or
regulation; and all challenges to the rights of lightbearers to unite
in communities of the Holy Spirit.

In the name of the Christ, we call to Saint Germain, the God of
Freedom, the Goddess of Liberty, and the Goddess of Freedom to
take command over the denials of human rights in all nations,
including Burma, Cambodia, China, Congo, Cuba, Egypt, Iran,
Irag, Laos, Libya, Nepal, North Korea, Pakistan, Russia, Saudi
Arabia, Somalia, Sudan, Syria, Venezuela, Vietnam, and
Zimbabwe. Let the violet flame consume the historical legacy of
abuses of the Four Sacred Freedoms, religious inquisitions,
persecutions, torture, martyrdom, holy wars, destruction of the
mystery schools of past ages, ancient tyrannies and modern
totalitarian regimes, terrorism, the suspension of freedoms during
military or social crisis, slavery, discrimination, misapplications of
constitutional rights, and all that cannot enter the golden age. We
claim the golden age of freedom in Aquarius—freedom of heart,
mind and body, freedom of the souls of man and woman to pursue
their fiery destiny, and the freedom of the holy child of the future.
